1. The cable distance between the IP Sharing Router and PC/hub/Switch
should not exceed 100 meters.

2. Make sure the wiring is correct. In 10Mbps operation, Category 3/4/5 cable
can be used for connection. To reliably operate your network at 100Mbps,
you must use Category 5 cable, or better Data Grade.

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4. NAT (network addresstranslation) function

Usually all PCs connected to the router are protected from Internet intruders by a
built-in firewall. For some kinds of Internet applications, for example, Internet
interactive games, video-conferencing, VPN (Virtual Private Network), or as an
e-mail server etc., computers must be exposed to the Internet. The DMZ Host
feature allows 15 local users to be exposed to the Internet.

You must assign a static |P address to the Client PC to be exposed to the Internet.
User can set the rules according to the Port or |P address.
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5. Routing

If your Cable/DSL Router is connected to more than one network, you may have to
set up a static route between the two networks. A static route is a predetermined
pathway that network data packets must travel to reach a specific host or network.
Click ‘ Static Routing table’ can set routing function

6. LAN filter

You can set up filters by using I P addresses, network port numbers, day of the week or
time of the day.
